’10 to May ’11 we will be blessed to be learning at one 
of the most influential revival centers in the world. 
This will be a process of spiritual growth for us 
personally as well as much deeper equipping for our 
future ministry to the people of Africa.  Please pray for 
all the details of this move to come together: home and 
furniture and a car.  Pray especially for the children’s 
school placement. 
 

◆ Concurrently, we are exploring possibilities with a  
mission organization known for their work in the 
Muslim world.  We are excited by what we have 
learned of their vision and opportunities so far and 
have begun working with their staff in the “leadership 
track” of recruitment.

We are 
looking at different sites for possible ministry in 
western, central and east Africa, especially Northern 
Sudan with the un-engaged .  At the same time, we 
continue to talk with an organization working with 
war recovery and leadership development in northern 
Uganda, as well as exploring a few other possibilities.  
We hope to complete Bethel school and re-deploy 
somewhere in Africa in mid to late ’11 – or as God
